Dear Parishioners, 
 

This weekend we begin Confirmations of last year’s Grade 7 and Prep students. This 
sacrament has over the years been viewed as something of a rite of passage, along 
with graduation and moving on to high school. As these children are now already in 
Grade 8, I would like to think that the sacrament this year will be associated with 
the beginning of a new stage of life in high school. 
 

This would be a very good thing indeed. The fruition of the graces of Confirmation is 
an important part of our faith life. The anointing in the Spirit takes the 
confirmandi to a new level of maturity in faith. What was begun in Baptism is built 
upon and strengthened when we open our hearts and minds to an inflow of graces 
from the Holy Spirit. 
 

The prayer of anointing calls out: “Send your Holy Spirit upon them to be their 
Helper and Guide. Give them the spirit of wisdom and understanding. . . right 
judgment and courage. . . knowledge and reverence. . . wonder and awe in your 
presence.” These are qualities we all love and would dearly cherish in our 
children.  In order to receive it for them, we as adults must also cooperate with the 
Spirit to grow into a deeper maturity of Faith. 
 

We need to ask ourselves, "Am I honestly trying to live in the grace that I, myself, 
received in Confirmation? Am I trying to spread and defend my faith by word and 
deed? Or am I simply a passive bystander in a secular world which dictates the 
values we are to live by?"  
 

Let us ask our Blessed Mother to intercede on our behalf, and for the young people 
receiving Confirmation in the coming weeks.
